= there is sufficient capacity for supply within the sector for registered occupational qualifications

= ensure that there is no backlog in accreditations, quality assurance, and assessments for the
sector’s registered occupational qualifications and external moderation of learner achievement for
historically registered qualifications

The panel of Subject Matter Experts will be allocated assignments on an as-and-when-needed basis. The
grant will be allocated based on the discretion of the Services SETA and will depend on availability of budget
and assignable work. Subject Matter Experts application will be evaluated based on specific criteria as per
the Services SETA discretionary grants policy and guideline.
